3.0 COMMUNITY BACKGROUND 

3.1 Community Profile 

The City of Hinesville (population 30,392) is a city in transition located 230 miles south of 
Atlanta.  The City of Hinesville is the county seat of Liberty County. The City operates under a 
Council-Manager form of government, with a six member elected Council, a Mayor elected at 
large, and an appointed professional City Manager.  Daily administration and management are 
handled by the City Manager, with policy and guidance provided by the Mayor and Council.  The 
median home cost in Hinesville is $81,300.  Compared to the rest of the country, Hinesville's 
cost of living is 22 percent lower than the US average.  In 1999-2000 Liberty County public 
schools spent $4,334 per student.  The average school expenditure in the US is $6,911, while 
the average in Georgia was $5,285.  There are about 19 students per teacher in Hinesville.  The 
unemployment rate in Hinesville is 5.5 percent (US average is 4.8 percent).   
 
3.2 History of Community Involvement  

Prior to the grant award, the City of Hinesville held several property owner and public meetings.  
The framework for outreach was built during the Brownfields Assessment Grant project.  
Additionally, the City of Hinesville has regularly provided project updates at City Council 
meetings.  These events provided a forum for the presentation of facts, along with question and 
answer sessions. 
 

• The City put the Cleanup Grant Application on display at the Community Development 
Department between November 27 and December 7, 2006. 

• The City placed multiple Public Notices in the local newspaper, Coastal Courier 
announcing the intent to submit an application for a US EPA grant to fund the cleanup of 
Brownfield properties within the City. 

 
3.3 Key Community Concerns 

There were no public concerns uncovered through public communications on the project.  
Residents supported the cleanup activity and no written comments were received.  In addition to 
information provided about the cleanup site, residents have participated in the development of 
the master plan for the redevelopment of Memorial Drive as outlined by the Hinesville Resource 
Team.  The site at 116 Memorial Drive is an integral part of the redevelopment effort, and the 
community is in support of future development plans. 
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3.4 Response to Community Concerns 

There were no community concerns regarding this project. 
 
3.5 Summary of Communication Needs 

Community members will be updated on the progress of the project and future development.  
Information updates will be provided: 

• in a Site Fact Sheet, which can be obtained at the City when utility bills are paid, as well 
as the information repository, and/or mailed to local residents 

• through updates to local churches and organizations, 
• through City Council Meetings, and  
• on the City Website. 
 
In addition, required public notice and comment periods will be advertised in the Coastal 
Courier and The Frontline newspapers.

4.0 US EPA’S COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT PROGRAM 

The overall goal of the City of Hinesville’s community involvement program is to promote two-
way communication between citizens and the City and to provide opportunities for meaningful 
and active involvement by the community in the cleanup process. The City will implement the 
community involvement activities described below 
 
4.1 The Plan 

Issue 1: Keeping the public informed and updated. 
 
Activity 1A: Designate a City Community Involvement Coordinator (CIC). 
 
• Objective: To provide a primary liaison between the community and the City, and to ensure 

prompt, accurate, and consistent responses and information dissemination about the Site.  
In those instances where the City’s CIC may be unable to provide adequate information 
(such as on technical issues), inquiries will be directed to the appropriate US EPA contact. 

 
• Method: The City will designate a CIC to handle Site inquiries and serve as a point of 

contact for community members.  Ms. Donita Gaulden is the City CIC assigned to the Site.  
She will work closely with Mr. Bob Rosen, US EPA’s Project Officer for the Site. 

 
• Timing: The CIC was designated on April 1, 2008. 
 
Activity 1B: Maintain a mailing list for the Site.  
 
• Objective: To facilitate the distribution of site-specific information to everyone who needs or 

wants to be kept informed about the Site. 
 

• Method: The City will create a mailing list that includes all residences adjacent to the Site 
or those otherwise affected by the Site.  The City will also solicit interested parties via Fact 
Sheets, newspaper articles, public meetings, etc. 

 
• Timing: The City will begin working on this mailing list immediately and will review/revise 

it periodically to keep it current. 
 
Activity 1C: Prepare and distribute Site Fact Sheets and technical summaries. 
 
• Objective: To provide citizens with current, accurate, easy-to-read, easy-to-understand 

information about the 116 Memorial Street Site. 
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• Method: Fact Sheets will be mailed to all parties on the Site mailing list.  In addition, 
copies will be available at the information repository, on the City website, at specific local 
churches and at City Hall, where utility bills are paid. 
 

• Timing: The City will prepare and distribute Fact Sheets on an as needed basis. 
 
Activity 1D: Establish and maintain an Information Repository. 
 
• Objective: To provide a convenient location where residents can go to read and copy official 

documents and other pertinent information about the Site and the City activities. 
 

• Method: The repository is a reference collection of site information containing the 
Administrative Record File, the Analysis of Brownfields Cleanup Alternatives, other site-
specific information, the CIP, information about the Technical Assistance Grant program, 
and the general Brownfields cleanup process.  This repository will be accessible to the 
physically challenged, will have copier facilities, and will be available to residents during 
normal business hours and at least some evening and/or weekend hours.   

 
• Timing: The City will establish the local repository at the Liberty County Library located at 

236 Memorial Drive Hinesville, Georgia.  The City adds new documents as they become 
available. 

 
Activity 1E: Establish and maintain the Administrative Record. 
 
• Objective: To provide residents with a paper trail of all documents, resources, etc. used by 

the Project Officer and Site Team in reaching all decisions about the Site and its cleanup. 
 
• Method: The City will maintain the Administrative Record for the Site located at the local 

Information Repository near the Site. 
 
• Timing: The Administrative Record is opened as soon as site investigation begins and 

remains open until the cleanup process is completed. 
 
Activity 1F: City Council Meeting Updates 
 
• Objective: To provide City Council and residents with updates. 
 
• Method: The City will provide a Briefing Document to the City Council on the progress of 

the project work and Community Involvement. 
 
• Timing: The Briefing Document will be provided on a quarterly basis starting June 1 and
